	 Born in Burlington, North Carolina, 
Stogner was raised in Yanceyville and graduated 
from the University of North Carolina at Chapel 
Hill. Senior Broadcast Journalist for ABC 11 
Eyewitness News since 1976, Stogner has covered 
every kind of political story including presidential 
primaries, political conventions and presidential 
inaugurations including Ronald Reagan and 
Barack Obama. He has conducted one-on-one 
interviews with Barack Obama, Hillary Clinton, 
John McCain, George Bush, Sarah Palin and many 
other prominent local and national figures.        
	 Stogner is a Vietnam veteran of the U.S. Air 
Force and his journalistic experience has taken him 
to many far-off places. In the summer of 2002 he 
accompanied units of the 82nd Airborne Division 
into Afghanistan, where he provided live nightly 
reports from Kandahar and later produced an 
hour-long special entitled Kandahar Diary. He’s 
covered conflicts in the Persian Gulf and Kosovo and in 2010 traveled to Haiti with the 82nd 
Airborne, providing live reports for ten days following the devastating earthquake there. 
	 In 2010 Larry was inducted into the prestigious NC Journalism Hall of Fame. He is the 
only local news anchor to be so honored. 
	 During the banquet, 2010 Citizen of the Year winner Dorothy Hunt will present the 2011 
Citizen of the Year Award.
