collaboration, Perkinson believes — have been tenets of the 
EDC director’s first year and a  half on the job.

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The Small Business Center at VGCC is one of 58 
centers that make up the Small Business Center 
Network of North Carolina with the primary role 
being to ensure that North Carolina residents 
in all 100 counties are located within 30 miles of 
small business resources. 

“The Small Business Center at Vance-Granville 
Community College services Vance, Granville, 
Franklin, and Warren counties with information 
in the form of advice, direction and training,” 
Burwell said. “The Small Business Center of 
Vance-Granville utilizes local partnerships with 
agencies such as our [aforementioned] partners to 
provide program services in accordance with this 
mission.”

Small businesses have always been the heart of 
downtown Henderson and the Central Business 
District that Madigan pilots. 
The Downtown Development Commission 
fosters and promotes projects that will improve 
the quality of downtown, and collects and 
interprets information concerning business 
and investment in the sector. That includes 
identifying projects involving public spaces such 
as pedestrian ways, parking lots, parks and open 
spaces, streets and traffic patterns, as well as facade 
improvements. 

Across the U.S., healthy downtowns are often 
one of the key factors in building robust 
communities, a reality not lost on Henderson’s 
local leaders.

As an example of collaboration, Perkinson cited 
the work local stakeholders have put in to push 
for Henderson to gain recognition from the state 
as a Certified Retirement Community. Visit NC 
managed the program with assistance from the 
State Department of Commerce, highlighting 
areas that provide the amenities, services and 
opportunities retirees need to enjoy active and 
productive lives.

Kerr Lake is one of Henderson’s greatest means of 
marketing the area, and that’s Hester’s domain. 
But there’s more than the lake; namely McGregor 
Hall, Fox Pond Park, Raleigh Road Outdoor 
Theater, and the Henderson Country Club and 
Kerr Lake Country Club golf courses.

Funded through occupancy tax rather than local taxpayer dollars, 
Vance County tourism pumps money (exceeding $2 million in 2021) 
into the local economy, another example of how the whole is greater 
than the sum of its parts when it comes to the overall health and 
success of Henderson and Vance County. 

“We have all heard that ‘It takes a village to raise a child,’” Hester 
said. “It also takes a collaborative effort, of diversified partnerships, 
to make a thriving community. Vance County and Henderson 
need large businesses, small businesses, economic stimulants, and 
economic drivers to transform from a cocoon that happened when 
major business shut down years ago to the wonderful butterfly of a 
community we all know and love.”

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The clownfish provides sea anemones nutrients — the 
latter provides protection and shelter. That’s called 
mutualism, a form of symbiotic relationship wherein 

both parties give something and get something.
You can see a form of symbiosis in Vance County’s own 
animal kingdom, a network of animal-centered businesses 
and services.
The newest species in the ecosystem, Petco, is located at 160 
U.S. Bypass 158 and opened in early March of this year to 
much fanfare. 
Henderson PetCo General Manager Shelly Baker’s latest 
update? “Things are going great,” she said. “We are enjoying 
the community and all the pets.”
Petco hosted a Family Fest and adoption event on its 
opening weekend, leading to at least one adoption of a cat. 
There was another adoption event on March 25. The store 
offers vaccination clinics and dog training, alongside its 
usual offerings of pet and farm supplies.
Upon its arrival, Petco set out to become an integral 
community partner. 
“We are working with [Vance County Animal Services] and 
[the Ruin Creek Animal Protection Society] with adoptions 
of cats and dogs at the shelter and rescue,” said Baker.

“Petco allows us to house two cats at their facility at all 
times,” Vance County Animal Services said. “This gives our 
shelter cats more visibility to the public. Petco also provides 
grants to our shelter that helps to cover the cost of our spay/
neuter program.” 
The county-run animal shelter provides rabies shots for dogs 
and cats, investigates animal cruelty complaints, picks up 
dogs and cats that are stray or unwanted and sets live traps to 
pick up dogs and cats.

Revisiting the ecosystem analogy, the shelter partners with 
other organizations and businesses around the county, like 
Next Level Kennels, which offers a vast amount of kennel 
space to regional rescue facilities or clinics in need of 
temporary aid, in addition to operating a K-9 Training and 
Special Operations Group. 
“We’re here to help the community,” Next Level Kennels 
owner Scott Tarpley told The Dispatch in December. 
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“It’s a business, but we’re helping the 
community as well and we’re getting 
pretty deeply involved.”

R U I N  C R E E K  A N I M A L 

P R O T E C T I O N  S O C I E T Y

The Ruin Creek Animal Protection 
Society, a nonprofit founded in 2011, 
consists of a “small group of volunteers… 
dedicated to helping the homeless 
animals at the Vance County Animal 
Shelter connect to rescue groups that can 
help them find the loving homes they 
deserve,” per the organization. 
As an aside, Ruin Creek Animal 
Protection Society gave former 
Henderson Fire Chief Danny Wilkerson 
Rebel’s Firehouse. An anonymous 
party, who bought the firehouse at 
a fundraising event for over $1,000, 
requested that it be presented to 
Danny. Rebel’s Firehouse was built 
as a memorial to Rebel the Fire Dog, 
a loving Dalmatian that served as 
the mascot for the Henderson Fire 
Department for many years. 
Danny recalled the many times Rebel 
would accompany the firefighters on 
calls throughout Henderson. Rebel 
sadly passed away on April 21, 1984. 
He is buried outside the Station 2 fire 
Department on Garnett Street.
Back to the present, the animal 
protection society pulls animals from the 

shelter, which “ensures safety to animals 
that may not be adopted out due to 
behavioral issues [or] physical disabilities 
or other problems,” according to the 
shelter.

Dabney Drive Animal Hospital is 
a veterinary clinic. Named after 
Henderson’s main thoroughfare, it is 
located at 1 South Cooper Drive, just off 
Dabney. 
Another invaluable partner is the Mars 
PetCare plant, which made a splash 
last year by going deep in the N.C. 
Chamber’s annual “Coolest Thing 
Made in N.C.” online competition, for 
its production of NUTRO Dog Food. 
The South Henderson plant plays an 
active role in the community, including 
providing dog and cat food for the 
animal shelter. 
The Henderson-Vance Recreation and 
Parks Department plays a role too, 
showcasing its animal friendliness 
through spaces like Pawesome Park near 
Fox Pond and Scentral Bark, a dog park 
adjacent to the E.M. Rollins Elementary 
campus. 
From Petco to Pawesome, Vance 
County’s pet-centric organizations are 
dedicated to the furriest among us.

Innovation represents a way for the communities 
VGCC serves to achieve growth and to sustain 
success, which has been a challenge for rural 
areas everywhere that were once buoyed by small 
business. 

“We think small business and entrepreneurship, 
in particular small business,” Desmarais said, 
“looks different in rural and it looks different in 
these communities.”

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So VGCC engaged in some 
innovation of its own when 
Desmarais signed in 2021 
the National Association 
for Community College 
Entrepreneurship 
Presidents for 
Entrepreneurship Pledge, 
committing the college to 
five action steps designed 
to create economic vitality 
through entrepreneurship.

Crediting the foresight 
of Desmarais (Ph.D.), 
Edmonds (Ed.D.) noted 
only a small percentage 
of North Carolina’s 
community colleges signed 
the pledge then. 

By fall last year, VGCC 
had been recognized at 
the NACCE’s annual 
conference in Boston 
as the Heather Van 
Sickle Entrepreneurial 
College of the Year. 
VGCC’s commitment 
to entrepreneurship 
included opening the 
VGCC Entrepreneurship & Innovation Center at 
the college’s South Campus, establishing a Student 
Entrepreneurship Club, and offering an Agricultural 
Entrepreneurship Program.

Desmarais believes the new initiatives complement 
VGCC’s mission as a workforce developer. 

“Vance-Granville is going to be a catalyst for 
building strong communities where everyone can 
experience a fulfilling quality of life because here 
it’s not about the degree,” Desmarais said. “It’s not 
about the job even. It’s about a career. It’s about a 
family-sustained wage. It’s where you can become 
a better citizen and enjoy a better quality of life. 
That’s what it’s really all about.

“So how can we work with other partners in our 

communities to encourage 
this to happen? We can’t do 
it all. We don’t pretend that 
we can do it all.”

At VGCC, embedding 
entrepreneurship in clubs 
means providing a bridge, 
through skill development, 
to the college’s Small 
Business Center, where 
students receive assistance 
in the creation of 
businesses. 

The umbrella of 
entrepreneurship can 
include a wide range of 
credit and noncredit 
students across disciplines 
and of varying ages, 
beginning with Vance 
County Early College High 
School students. Much like 
other areas of study on 
campus, Edmonds envisions 
taking advantage of the 
entrepreneurship offerings 
not only as a way to gain 
knowledge but to network 
with local business mentors 

that are invited to share their stories and advice.

Whether it’s a high school senior or an established 
businessperson expanding their horizon, participants 
are challenged to ask themselves, “Is there a better way 
to do this?”

VGCC hopes more people reflecting on that question, 
and working in concert to find solutions, will lead to 
greater progress for the area as a whole, and especially in 
Henderson, where Desmarais is proud to reside. 

“In terms of collaboration, entrepreneurship is the 
perfect vehicle that spans a lot of different areas,” 
Edmonds said, “and everyone can be involved 
in innovation, even if you scratch out [the term] 
entrepreneurship and just focus on innovation.”

“In the current environment 
that we find ourselves in, 
working together can go a long 
way,” Long said.

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Whether it’s golf at the Kerr Lake or Henderson 
country clubs, family fun at Fox Pond Park or 
taking advantage of one of the largest lakes in the 
Southeast, recreation options abound in Vance 
County. 

H E N D E R S O N  C O U N T R Y  C L U B

The game of golf has a powerful presence in the 
state of North Carolina. From the lore of Pinehurst 
to PGA Tour events at Quail Hollow and Sedgefield 
Country Club, the sport is popular in the Tar Heel 
State.

Golf is a vital piece of recreation options

golfers and primetime television, they are far from 
the only quality courses in the area.

In fact, Henderson has not only new and improved 
courses, but historic venues for local residents to 
explore and improve their golf game.

Henderson Country Club’s 18-hole course was orig-
inally designed in 1923 and is celebrating 100 years 
of golf in Vance County. Over the last century, 
the course has seen improvement and renovations, 
including new TifEagle Bermuda grass greens 
installed in the fall of 2022.

The course ranges from 4,651 yards at its shortest 
to 6,455 yards for golfers looking for a greater 
challenge. 

Assistant Golf Pro Jeremy Radford, who runs the 
course, just celebrated nine years at Henderson 
Country Club and is in charge of its prominence in 
Vance County.

For those looking to improve their game, the club 
currently offers private instruction along with 
video analysis in golf lessons and junior clinics. 
Radford holds regular clinics for both members 
and the public, focusing on mechanics and the 
fundamentals of golf.

Each year, the club hosts three yearly member 
events along with the HCC Invitational and the 
Two-Man Invitational.

The club is the only private country club in Vance, 
Warren and Granville counties.

Nearby Kerr Lake Country Club also holds an 18-hole course with 
a par score of 72 strokes. The course opened in 1965 and spans 6,530 
yards. Designed by architect Ricci Boni, the course has a 71.1 rating 
with a slope rating of 122.

Newly-implemented Bermuda greens make for improved conditions 
near the pin, while the club has made changes to their driving range. 
In addition, they have also brought back their practice greens for 
players to work on before their round or to correct their mistakes 
after.

“With a mission to create a family-oriented atmosphere of recre-
ation, fun, and competition for members and guests, Kerr Lake 
Country Club has something for everyone,” said President Pam 
Hester. “For the occasional golfer, KLCC offers reasonable green 
fees and golf cart rentals. For the diehard golfer, the membership 
packages are great. Need a place to warm up, practice hard, or swing 
for the first time? The driving range and recently established putting 
green offers the perfect place to improve your game.”

Fees range from $30-$35 depending on the weekday or weekend rates 
and sit at $35 on holidays.

From April to October, the club hosts monthly dinners open to the 
public, while their Two-Man Invitational takes place in May and the 
Red, White, and Blue Tournament on July 4.

Whether it is at Kerr Lake or in West Henderson, you don’t have 
to look far for quality golf in Vance County. As summer approach-
es, check out the pristine courses in the area and enjoy 18 holes in 
Henderson.

R E C R E A T I O N  A N D  P A R K S

The Henderson-Vance Recreation and Parks Department had a 
major victory to celebrate earlier this year. For the first time since 
Aycock Recreation Center received partial state funding in 1997 and 
2000, Henderson was awarded a Parks and Recreation Trust Fund 
grant through the state that is going towards the planned Williams 
and Montgomery Park.

The Williams and Montgomery Park has been a long-time coming, 
with the groundwork laid in the city of Henderson’s 2010 compre-
hensive plan before Recreation and Parks Director Kendrick Vann 
carried the torch forward when he was hired two years ago.

The City of Henderson has gone about implementing the plan in 
multiple phases. A National Fitness Campaign grant made the first 
phase possible, emphasizing outdoor fitness facilities that are free 
to the public to go along with picnic shelters. The next phases are 
bringing a skatepark, splash pad (spray pool), restrooms, open-air 
market, walking trail, and more.

“We have a rough design already that we submitted to the state, but 
once we start getting into the nuts and bolts of things, we have an 
engineer that will come in and tell us how it will flow with the water 
system and all of that,” Henderson-Vance Recreation and Parks De-
partment Director Kendrick Vann told The Dispatch in January. 

The brightly blue-colored splash park is already in place, just a short 
distance from the downtown sidewalks of South Garnett Street, the 
city clocktower and front side of the old Henderson High School 
serving as distant backdrops.

City Manager Terrell Blackmon said the construction or enhance-
ment of park spaces is part of the city’s larger redevelopment plan to 
improve quality of life in Henderson, and noted the city’s pavilion 
that’s in the works near McGregor Hall.

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“This will be a multi-genera-
tional park, which I think is 
very important,” Blackmon 
said. “So you’ve got something 
for the youth. You’ve got 
something for the parents and 
you’ve even got something for 
the seniors when you’re talking 
about a skate park, splash pad, 
fitness, walking — you kind of 
combine all those things and 
you create what I think is a 
great gathering place for fami-
lies and for people to continue a 
healthy lifestyle.”

Another 16 outdoor parks dot 
the local Recreation and Parks 
landscape including flagship 
Fox Pond Park, which dates 
back to 1926. Fox Pond features 
a fishing pier, tennis/pickleball 
courts, a softball/baseball ball-
field and a tot lot for preschool 
and primary age children 
within the same proximity. 
There are two picnic shelters, an 
amphitheater, a family picnic 
area, and a play structure. The 
entire park is tied together by a 
trail system graded to accom-
modate wheelchairs.

“Our staff put a lot of great 
time and effort into researching 
what other [areas] have to try 
to enhance and make our parks 
and recreation system better,” 
Vann said, referencing again 
the new park plans. “You’re not 
going to have a multi-use park 
[anywhere else] at the quality we 
have right now in a three- to 
four-county area.”

Measuring in at 77 square miles, 
Kerr Lake is a destination for 
boating, camping, fishing, sail-
ing, watersports, and more. 

Kerr Lake State Recreation 
Areas feature 700 Campsites, 13 
picnic areas, three community 
buildings, shelters, fishing piers, 
seven tot lots, 21 boat
ramps, and swimming areas.

Staying true to the Chamber’s 
theme of collaboration, Vance 
County Tourism Pam Hester 
offers a reminder: “Individually 
we are one drop,” she said. “To-
gether, we are Kerr Lake.”

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If you gaze along 
Garnett Street for 
long enough — if 

you’re looking in the 
right places and talking 
to the right people  — 
you stand the chance of 
becoming immersed in 
the history of Hender-
son.

I had that experience at 
last year’s annual car show, which centered 
around a Saturday morning on South Gar-
nett Street with Corbitt trucks, antiques, 
vintage muscle cars, hot rods, and a host 
of other classic cars and trucks spanning 
downtown Henderson’s main drag from 
First United Methodist Church all the way 
south past the American Legion building to 
Burwell Avenue.

The event kicked off on Friday with an 
evening cruise-in hosted on Horner Street 
by Southern Classic Cars. 

Come for the car show and stay for a history 
lesson. That’s what I did when I met Ken 
Stegall and Tom Burleson of the Corbitt 

Preservation Association, right outside 
the Henderson Fire Station and Municipal 
Building, a must-visit in its own right for 
anyone seeking to soak in the history of 
Henderson.

The Henderson Fire Station, with its iconic 
and towering redbrick clocktower, was built 
in 1908 before adjoining with the Municipal 
Building of the 1920s.

What better location for me to get an 
education in Corbitt, which made its name 
producing buggies around the turn of the 
20th century, at a site just across Garnett 
from the fire station. Paying homage to the 
company’s 50-plus years of manufacturing 
in Henderson, the Corbitt Preservation 
Museum at 180 Court St. is just a short walk 
away from here, a stroll Stegall was kind 
enough to lead me on.

One block over from the museum is 
another quintessential piece of Henderson 
architecture: the original Vance County 
Courthouse, which was first constructed 
in 1881 but completely remodeled in 1908, 
and expanded in 1960. “The main block of 
the courthouse,” according to the National

Register of Historic Places upon which it is listed, “is 
a three-bay Neoclassical gable front building of tan 
brick with a monumental portico with modillion 
cornice supported by Doric columns.”

What they said. 

A number of structures join the clocktower and 
courthouse in making up the Henderson Central 
Business Historic District including the Neoclassi-
cal-style former Post Office and First National Bank 
buildings. The post office was originally built in 1885 
and the bank in 1921.

Last year, Tem Blackburn gave me a brief, oral 
history of the bank building during a breakfast at 
the nearby Methodist church. Blackburn, a go-to 
source on all things Henderson, works with the Vance 
County Historical Society to preserve and share the 
area’s history.

It was Blackburn who offered historical context last 
year when the city named its operations and service 
center after Dr. Andrea L. Harris, who passed away in 
2020. He noted the significance of a public building 
in Henderson being named for an African Ameri-
can, calling it “one of the brightest moments in the 
history of Henderson.”

Among the voluminous list of achievements for 
Harris, who gained statewide acclaim as a devoted 
advocate of equality, was graduating from Henderson 
Institute in 1966.

Located on Rock Spring Street adjacent to the former 
Eaton-Johnson campus, the Henderson Institute 
Museum isn’t quite within walking distance of the 
Central Business District, but its significance to the 
story of Henderson is monumental.

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The 1928 Library and Laboratory Build-
ing, in which the museum is located, 
is the only surviving reminder of the 
Henderson Institute that was estab-
lished in 1887. Its National Register of 
Historic Places entry notes the building 
is a “significant reminder of late 19th 
and early- to mid-20th century Afri-
can-American secondary education 
in Henderson, in North Carolina and 
throughout the South. The Institute 
took primary responsibility for the 
education and advancement of the 
African-American citizens of Vance 
County.”

If you’re looking for a place to put the 
historical pieces together, it might just 
be in Perry Memorial Library’s Vance 
County History Museum, a joint project 

with the Vance County Historical Soci-
ety. And just around the corner in the 
library’s Local History Room, decades 
of Henderson Daily Dispatch print 
archives can be accessed.

The colossal facades bearing the name 
of the library’s neighbor, McGregor 
Hall, facing Breckenridge and Winder 
streets, combine modern touches with 
Neoclassical nods to Henderson’s relics, 
making for the ultimate blend of past 
and present.

In Henderson, history can come alive 
just around the corner.
